HGVs - For plant 5. For steel 2 per tower (4 towers)

Crane - 2 days per tower erection and dismantle
Concrete lorries - Up to 12 lorries per day for foundations
Stone deliveries - Up to 6 per day (14m3 per lorry)
Allows 2x deliveries per day at start and end of each phase and 1x per day during works - Skips, general delieveries, toilets etc.
MES lorry - enters and leaves site once per day
Vans / pick-ups - 11x per gang (Inc. Lines workers 5x vans, 5x CH pickups and foreman 1x pickup) - (Accounts for half vehicles leaving site during breaks - 1.5x per day average)
Staff cars - Up to 6 per day - (Accounts for half vehicles leaving site during breaks - 1.5x per day average)
